The Bachelor’s degree program in Statistics was introduced in 1997, followed by the Master’s degree program in 2000, significantly strengthening the capacity to train highly skilled specialists capable of addressing complex economic and social challenges through data-driven analysis.

In response to modern economic needs and comprehensive reforms in the national statistical system, the department was renamed “Economic Statistics” on April 20, 2023. This transformation reflects a strategic shift toward applied economic-statistical analysis, integration of digital technologies, and alignment with international standards in statistics and data science.
